Dear Family and Friends,

Africa Partners Medical is a non-profit organization under the umbrella of the Navigators Ministry.  Its goal is to help alleviate needless illness and death in Africa by providing education, educational materials, and donations of medicine and medical equipment. 

Each year since 2000, a team of physicians and nurses representing this organization has traveled to West Africa to put on a Continuing Medical Education Conference. For the past several years, this team has gone to Kumasi, Ghana, where it has partnered with the Komfo Anokye Teaching Hospital and the Ghana College of Physicians and Surgeons in sponsoring the conference.  Physicians, nurses, and health care professionals from all over Africa have attended the conference. Last year the attendance was around 350.  

During the four-day conference, both plenary sessions and workshops are held each day.  Specialists from Mayo Clinic, Harvard Medical School, Johns Hopkins University, Cleveland Clinic, the Scott and White Clinic, and many other institutions teach these sessions and workshops.

This year I am planning to be part of the team that is going to Ghana from September 17-26 to hold the conference, which will be from September 20-23.  My specific duties will be as follows:

During the trip, which has always been very well attended, I will be involved in several additional activities. One will be a Health Screening Clinic, which is held for the local people in the community each year. The other members of the medical team and I will also meet one evening with West African physicians, who have clinics in other African countries. These physicians will give updates about their projects, and we will be able to hear about what is happening in their countries and how we can better help them. Finally, there will be a session with a lecture on Spirituality and Ethics in Medicine.  Both team members and West African physicians who have traveled to the conference will attend this lecture, which is usually led by an African physician each year. It is a very special time for all the conference participants.
